Our Al Literacy Policy, available in the Student Handbook, outlines

how Al is integrated across subjects to enhance learning while

promoting ethical use and academic honesty. Students use Al

tools such as ChatGPT, QuillBot, and Microsoft Copilot to support

research, reflection, and evaluation—under teacher guidance and

with proper citation.

We also use:

e Turnitin — to support originality and academic honesty

o Grammarly — to enhance writing skills

e Canva — for creative design and presentations

o ALEKS - for personalized math and science learning

e Google Classroom & ClassDojo — for communication and class
management

Students are taught to recognize Al bias, protect their privacy, and

evaluate Al-generated content critically. Teachers receive ongoing

professional development, and assessments are monitored to ensure

authenticity and fairness.

Through project-based learning, computer science labs, and digital

citizenship lessons, Al is used as a tool to support—not replace—

student thinking.

We invite parents to review the policy in the Student Handbook

and discuss with their children the importance of ethical Al use. For

updates and resources, visit the AHIS Parent Portal.
