(EE), an independent research project that is a
cornerstone of the IBDP core. This process involves
identifying an area of personal interest and
conducting in-depth research under the guidance
of a supervisor. In their TOK, students are choosing
their IA prompts and preparing for the Exhibition.
All these milestones are vital components of the

IB experience and help students build academic
independence, time management, and resilience.

As students immerse themselves in these
significant projects, the second semester is
expected to be a busy and, at times, challenging
period. Balancing multiple deadlines for the IA, EE,
and other academic responsibilities requires careful
planning and consistent effort. We encourage
parents to support their children by helping them
create effective study schedules, manage stress,
and maintain a healthy work-life balance.

At school, we remain committed to guiding
students through every step of the IBDP. Teachers
are providing detailed instructions and feedback
to ensure students are on track with their IAs and
EEs.
