Diploma vs. Course Route

As your children approach the final phase of the DP, it's important to understand that students may pursue either

the full IB Diploma or opt to be Course (Certificates) students.

e Diploma Students take six subjects (three at HL, three at SL), complete the Extended Essay (EE), Theory of
Knowledge (TOK), and participate in CAS (Creativity, Activity, Service). This route is more comprehensive and
leads to the awarding of the IB Diploma.

e Course Students may choose to take fewer subjects, and are not required to complete EE, TOK, or CAS. They
receive individual certificates for the subjects they complete.

Both paths are recognized internationally, but the Diploma route is highly advised and encouraged by the school.

We encourage students and families to consider the demands of each route carefully, keeping in mind each

student’s capabilities, goals, and well-being. Advisors and the IBDPC team are available to help guide this

decision-making process.
